It brings together women of various races and cultures and traditions to closer fellowship, understanding and action
throughout the year.

Each year the service is prepared by a different region — this year the service has been prepared by the World Day of
Prayer Committee in Slovenia.

Financially Speaking : Update; December 31, 2018

December givings of $21,663 were above our budget target by $2,694. This is terrific. Our December expenses of
$18,905 were lower than expected by $308. Very positive. As a result, December’s results meant that our net
financial position was a positive amount of $2,758. This is a tremendous result. Partially because December was
such a good month that our bank balance could be almost $17,672. (See the chart below). I can’t remember when
this happened last.

This is a great time to reflect on and be thankful for the strength of our congregation and how it has responded to the
needs of our Church home, St. Paul’s. This year, 2018, when our need has been great, we have seen fantastic
participation in our fundraising activities, an increase in regular givings from the congregation, and increased
attendance on Sundays which seems to be an even further source of givings in support of the ministries of St. Paul’s.
It is wonderful that the message of St. Paul’s is reaching so many and seems to be expanding in our community.

Our Capital Account givings were very healthy at $22,516 for 2018. M&S givings were at $15,729 — approximately
$1,200 below budget. Gifts such as these are a way for all of us to support the work of St. Paul’s as a part of our
legacy to the world we have left behind.

More details about our financial position can be found in the 2019 Annual Report. As you know, stewardship is
rendered in many forms whether as gifts of time, talents and skills, or treasure. Your gifts are appreciated. Financial
donations to further the mission and work of St. Paul’s are greatly appreciated. Gifts of your time are also very
valuable to your Church.

St. Paul’s is in need of volunteers to help keep your Church home in a state of good repair. These are mostly
supervisory roles. Please prayerfully consider lending some of your time and skills to your Church. You need not
commit for a lifetime of servitude!! Lol. We desperately need some helpers, short term, to assist us on specific
projects. As always, your gifts will help St. Paul's to continue to be a place for everyone to reach out to for worship
and prayer, for comfort, for social interaction, and for help.
